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FOREWORD

In 1985, the Youth Fellowship undertook the project of recording the tombstone inscriptions in the Holmdel Community Church Cemetery.  They copied all legible information and mapped the location of each stone.  The cemetery contains 148 known stones dating from 1757 to 1897 and a 1982 memorial stone.

Two previous listings of the cemetery, one printed in 1906 and the other in 1915-16, were valuable references:

Historical and Genealogical Miscellany:  Data Relating to the Settlement and Settlers of New York and New Jersey, Volume II, by John E. Stillwell, M.D. New York: 1906, pages 312-16.  This volume is one of five written and printed by Dr. Stillwell between 1903 and 1916.  The Holmdel Baptist Cemetery listing includes names, dates, and relationships from stone inscriptions and also several epitaphs.  Names are listed in the order recorded, which made it possible to trace Dr. Stillwell’s path and locate several missing stones.

Book of the Dead of Monmouth, by George Castor Martin, Asbury Park, NJ:  Marun, 1915-16.  This booklet was originally issued in nine parts.  In a reprint of the nine parts, the Holmdel Baptist Cemetery is listed on pages 122-131.  The listing is partially alphabetical and provides names, dates and relationships from stone inscriptions.

The Holmdel Community Church property was conveyed to the early Middletown Baptist Society in 1705 by Rev. John Bray and his wife Susanna through a deed of trust to Obadiah Bowne and Jarat Wall.  The property deeds are contained in Monmouth County Book D of Deeds, pages 31-34.  Rev. Bray was an early pastor of the church.  Exact dates are not known.

The first church house was built circa 1705.  In early church records, it was called the Upper Meeting House of the Baptist Church of Middletown and also commonly referred to as Bray’s Meeting House.  Portions of the cemetery were not included in the original deeded plot.  They are thought to have been early family burying grounds which were later joined to the church property.

Rev. Benjamin Bennet, pastor of the Baptist Church of Middletown from 1792 to 1815, is the only minister buried in the cemetery.  He was pastor when the church was incorporated in 1793 and when the Upper Meeting House was rebuilt in 1809.  Two sons of Rev. W.D. Hires, pastor from1836 to 1846, are also buried in the cemetery.  Rev. Hires was the first pastor of Second Middletown Baptist, the name taken when the Upper Meeting House and Lower Meeting House (Old First Church, Middletown) separated in 1836.
